FUNDRAISING: A donation to FOCS is an investment in our quality education. Our strategies include:

Growth – implemented by direct mail acquisition


Involvement – requires mail membership and donor responses to newsletters 


Visibility – through special events and personal community contacts


Efficiency – involves planned giving, workplace giving, and government grants

Stability – requires endowment/permanent funds management, planned giving bequests, and diversified fundraising
FOCS INVESTMENT POLICY:
1. With our Scholarship Endowment Fund and Permanent Fund, we are interested in long term investments with interest income (moderate rate of return such as structured notes/corporate bonds with fixed income).

2. With our Operating Funds, we are interested in short term investments (lower rate of return such as CD ladder and Money Market).

3. Our Aggressive Growth funds will continue to be evaluated.
4. Growth and Income investments will be considered as a future possibility (yielding approximately twice the return of Income investments).
5. Note: The asset allocation pyramid model outlined for a non-profit organization with percentage of total portfolio is Cash/Cash Equivalents (10%), Income (25-35%), Growth and Income (40-50%), Growth (10-20%), and Aggressive Growth (10%).
