Minutes of April 19, 2006 Board Meeting

President Karen Newman called the meeting to order at 4:08 p.m. in the CCP Faculty Room.  Present, in addition to Pres. Newman were:  Mike Blair, Candace Sorenson, Ruth Osborn, Joe Lovato, and Sheila Burrell.  Absent:  Dinah and Wes Reed, Judy Gunter and Steve Rafoth.

An update on Treasurer Judy Gunter’s health was given by Pres. Newman.

Minutes of October 26, 2005 were read and approved as read.

Treasurer’s Report:  Treasurer Sorenson reported that the Edward Jones accounts are doing well (handouts provided), and that there will be no fund-raising activity this year due to substantial contributions.  This will allow for a year of research for future fund-raising activities.

Scholarships:  Ruth reported that from 30 applicants, 10 students will be interviewed on 4/27/06 for this year’s scholarships.  Information was shared on past scholarship winners, Holbrook and Gibson.

Room Dedication:  Joe reported that Quentin Goodrich will be assisting with this project.  Joe will attend the Chimacum Alumni Executive Meeting, 4/23/06 to inform them of the FOCS mission and of possible donation opportunities through FOCS.

Newsletter:  Information was shared on the increase in newsletter mailing from 724 in 2005 to 790 in 2006.  Donations received are noted in the Treasurer’s Report.

Election:  Two new board members (Sheila Burrell and Jan Jacobson) were unanimously elected, moved by Joe Lovato and seconded by Mike Blair.

Comments/Questions:  Mike Blair announced that he and Pres. Newman, on 5/2/06, will attend a WASA meeting in Poulsbo, at which time Pres. Newman will be honored.  Mike also tossed out an idea for a fund-raiser that could involve a FOCS host dinner, possibly near election time.  This could take the form of a candidate’s night or other formats.  He is going to continue to encourage Chimacum payroll deductions with his staff.  Ruth reported on a request from the kindergarten teachers for additional funding for a writing curriculum, to assist in the transition from kindergarten to first grade.  Established channels for funding will be followed.  Joe commented on his ability to order a quantity (truck load) of an item that could be sold by students that would have universal appeal.  ASB would be the channel on any such items.  Karen reported that the State Scholarship Matching Fund Program dollars have not yet been received.
