Minutes of Wednesday, May 9, 2007 Board Meeting

President Karen Newman called the meeting to order at 4:01 p.m. in the CCP Faculty room.  Attending were:  Suzanne Coleman, Mike Blair, Sheila Burrell, Ruth Osborn, Stephanie McCleary, and Candace Sorenson.  Absent were: Quent Goodrich, Jan Jacobson, Joe Lovato, Steve Rafoth, Dinah and Wes Reed.

The October 18, 2006 Minutes were unanimously approved; moved by Mike Blair, seconded by Suzanne Coleman.

Distributing handouts, Candace Sorenson gave the financial report.  Staff contributions are continuing; first-second quarter revenue from Direct TV is $600.  Assets continue to show great increase, in spite of expenditures.

Ruth Osborn reported on the scholarship interview team’s decisions following the May 4, 2007 interviews of 8 of the 26 applicants.  Five new recipients were chosen in addition to the two continuing awards.

Stephanie McCleary reported that the District website has been reorganized.  It now includes forms for educator grants, newsletters, financial reports and FOCS Bylaws.
President Newman reviewed the WA State Arts Commission – Arts in Education 1st Step Grant request.  One request, as of this date, has been received for the Elementary level.  Permission was granted to Pres. Newman to follow through and gather more information.  Mike Blair moved, seconded by Suzanne Coleman to donate $500 to cover this request.

Stephanie and Karen noted that close to 600 newsletters have been distributed and that the mailing list has been streamlined.

Note cards remain available as a fund raising project.  The Alumni Assoc. has been contacted.  Hadlock Days in July was also mentioned.

An email from Steve Rafoth was received asking to step aside from the FOCS board.  “I see that the May 9 FOCS meeting falls while I am out of town, this time at a trade show in Orlando. So I’ll miss it, making my absence from board meetings three in a row spanning over a year.  This is a sorry record and leaves me woefully out of touch. I think it best to step aside and maybe look into rejoining when I can contribute. FOCS was a great passion for me but time and circumstances have changed. Now I feel bad about needing to be elsewhere and I don’t like that either.  I am sure you understand. So long, and the best for you and for FOCS. Steve”.  The Board member list will be voted on at our October Annual Meeting including the addition of any new members.
