PRIVATE VEHICLE TRANSPORTATION

School Bus Drivers
Observe all state statutes and administrative rules governing traffic safety and school bus operations

Possess a valid WA State Driver’s License

Possess a Type I School Bus Driver’s Authorization issued by Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction, a passenger endorsement and either a Class B or C commercial driver’s license

Possess a valid current first aid card

Complete an annual Driver Training Course

Pass a physical examination every two (2) years

Private Individuals Transporting Students

Private individuals volunteering to drive their private vehicle for occasional transport of students should meet the following criteria:

Possess a current, valid WA State Driver’s License

Submit a driver’s abstract if requested by principal/supervisor

Complete a district driving training course

Fill out and sign pre-approval form for use of vehicle

Contact Principal or Supervisor for pre-trip approval signature

Utilize a vehicle which is in compliance with all applicable State laws and regulations and

is mechanically sound and reliable

Show proof of personal auto liability insurance with adequate limits

Possess or have on file in the Principal’s office a signed parent/guardian authorization form
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
