From the Bremerton Ferry Terminal

Follow the traffic around to the right when you leave the ferry. Turn right on Washington Ave. Follow Washington to 6th Street and turn left.  Stay on 6th St. through town; it will become Kitsap Way.   Stay on Kitsap way to just past the Shell station, at the light turn left onto National Ave.  Just before you crest the hill turn right at the sign that says "Skills Center/OESD 114".   We are the building on the right side. 
From the North (Silverdale, Poulsbo) From Route 3 South take the Bremerton/Seattle Ferry exit. Turn left off of the exit ramp onto Kitsap Way. Follow Kitsap Way to just past the QFC grocery. Turn right at the light onto National Ave. Just before you crest the hill turn right at the sign that says "Skills Center/OESD 114". We are the building on the right.
From Tacoma

Take Highway 16 across the Tacoma Narrows Bridge.  Stay on 16 through Gorst and around Sinclair Inlet.  Following the signs for the Hood Canal Bridge, go left when Highway 3 North “Y’s off.  Change to the right lane and take the first exit, which is Loxie Eagans Blvd.  Turn right on Loxie Eagans at the traffic light.  Go to the next traffic light and turn left on National Avenue.  Go about ½ mile and you will see a sign on the left for West Sound Technical Skills Center.  Turn left at the first drive past the sign.  OESD 114 is the building on your right.

Coming to Port Angeles from the East 
Coming into Port Angeles on Front Street (Hwy 101), turn left on Lincoln Street.  Proceed to 8th Street and turn right. Go to the stop sign at I Street.  Turn left onto I Street.  Proceed to 16th Street and turn right.  16th Street becomes 18th Street as it goes west.  You will pass the fairgrounds and the airport.  Just past Hiller Helicopter on the left, directly across from O Street is a sign marking the entrance to the Port of Port Angeles Industrial Park.  Turn left into the park. Take the first right turn in front of Darigold.  The office is a one-story blue-gray building on the left hand side enclosed by a chain link fence with black and white vinyl inserts. 
Washington State Patrol Fingerprint Rejections

Hours: 8:00 AM to 4:30 PM
Location: 3000 Pacific Avenue in Olympia (Exit 107 from I-5)

The Washington State Patrol (WSP) may reject fingerprint submissions as many times as necessary to obtain readable prints.  The maximum number of FBI resubmissions is one. If your fingerprints are rejected you may want to try this special hand preparation for seven days prior to your reprint:

· During the day: drink extra water and wear rubber protective gloves if you subject your hands to abrasion or harsh chemicals, like gardening or dish washing.

· At bedtime: apply Vaseline or Eucerine Cream on all fingertips and wear fabric gloves.
You may take all rejected cards to the Olympia office of the WSP where the technicians will print your hands until they receive a satisfactory impression. They are open for fingerprinting on the weekdays only.  No appointment is necessary.  WSP does not allow adults or children to accompany you into the fingerprint room; children may not be left unsupervised in the lobby.
